In Southeast Kansas, flood waters con-
taminated many homes last summer. To
clean the homes and remove mold, pro-
tective clothing was needed.

The United Church of Christ, Church
World Service and other local agencies
worked together to provide safety equip-
ment packets. The packets included pro-
tective suits, goggles, a respirator mask,
gloves, a hat and safety instructions.

The kits were critical to the salvage and
clean-up effort. Because of gifts to One
Great Hour of Sharing much good was
done and hope was shared in these com-
munities.

This Lenten season of grief leaves many questions

have a confession. We haven't
paid much attention to Lent in
our home this season. We're
great at Advent — and | don't
mean we’re great at the Christ-
mas season, we're great at Advent —

at preparing, at waiting, at
reading the stories leading up
to the birth of Christ. But Lent
Well, Josiah might remember
the word, but we haven’t taug
him much about it at all. And
Isaac? Well, he can’t even sa
it. And not just because he’s
speech-delayed — we haven’
taught him! Personally, I've
been too emotionally exhaust
this Lent to give up or take
anything on as a spiritual disc
pline. Instead, I've been tryinc
to fast forward through Lent.

Here’s my second confession
this isn’t a new thing. In the
past I've tried much harder to
observe Lent, but I've always
wanted to fast forward throug
the forty days. Part of this is fi

t was a death vigil. The cancer was
sapping the last traces of life from
my friend. In the dark pre-morning
hours, | was alone with her. She
was struggling to breathe, con-

tinuously bringing up mucus.

ability to remain alert and responsive.
| was at my wit's end, operating on
less than an hour’s sleep since the
night before, and | wasn’t sure how
much longer | could continue at this
hectic pace.

Suddenly, just before the mucus stopped
flowing, | saw her as the presence of
Christ. Not simply and “inward presence,”
but Christ in the flesh. | remembered Je-
sus’ words: “l was ill, and you comforted
me...Every time you do this for the least of
my sisters and brothers, you do it for

me” (Matthew 25:36b, 45) In that moment,
my friend incarnated God’s radical identifi-
cation with humanity. In a flash, | became a
woman who washed Jesus’ feet and dried
them with her hair. | was John at the foot of
the cross.

It was not that my friend was saintly of per-
fect. | simply saw in her ailing body the
Holy before me, married bonded, melded to
our humanity. | was overcome with the
sense that this was what Virginia Mollenkott

called a “Godding” moment, a moment
when God was being revealed to me not as
an abstract concept, but as tangible reality.

Another presence was in the room with her
and me — the presence of Christ. Almost
automatically, | began to pray, “Stay here.
Keep watch with us. Watch and pray.”
Again, in a
flash, | saw
that | was the
presence
of Christ
to her.
She was
the suffering
Christ, | was the comforting
Christ. We were “Godding” each
other. In awe, | sensed a Oneness that
wove together a trinity of Christs: The
real presence of Christ in her ordeal,
in my ministry to her, and at the bed-
side, praying with and for both of us.

| can never read Jesus’ words in
Matthew without remembering
that holy moment in my dying
friends bedroom. Nor can | ever
again doubt the real presence of
Christ in our midst—a presence
that may be revealed to us by any
person at any time, if only we
have the faith, courage, and hu-
mility to see. Who knows
when the Holy Spirit will burst
into our lives, becoming more
real than real, surprising us
into a deeper knowing.
